The next line of this song is, ‘come aboard, we’re expecting you’ from the great TV program, ‘The Love 

Boat’ – absolutely loved that show! Sometimes we have to get ‘on board’ to love, as showing love, 

real love, is never easy. Yet we as Christians should find it easier (not easy) but easier to get on 

board in being people of love. Why? Because Jesus loved us first, and He invites us and He is 

expecting each one of us, for He knows your name. 

 

The love that we show to others has to imitate and be a reflection of His love. His love is not all 

sunshine and rainbows; rather it was rooted in forgiveness and sacrifice and selflessness.  

 

Today’s feast of Corpus Christi highlights this. It was at the moment of His betrayal by those closest 

to Him that He gave us the gift of Himself for all eternity.

This number will be linked to previous reports.’ 

  

 We must pull together to protect our church. If anyone has any thoughts on what we can do, please 

speak up. Is it worth going to the local press? The cost of CCTV is exorbitant; this has been 

investigated. We have taken advice about railings on top of the wall, but again, we have been 

advised it will not work as they will find another way in. Our church and grounds must be 

protected. 

Please do not look away; if you see anything, report it.
